Fair Share Giving

Fair Share giving was created to give you an idea of what others contribute and to help the United Way to make consistent requests of local donors. The guideline is based on percentage of base pay salary and reflects the costs of providing services in our local area. Fair Share giving has become a very popular method of giving within several companies in our area. There is even a space for this type of gift on our Chenango United Way pledge form. When people ask, “How much do others give?”  or “ How do I know how much I should give?” Fair Share giving is an excellent tool.  
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Example: If a person making $30,000/year would like to contribute a Fair Share gift, their annual gift would be $120.00 ($30,000 x .004). On a weekly pay schedule, this would equal a payroll deduction of $2.30 per pay period. That’s less than one cup of coffee per day! But it makes a huge difference to someone seeking United Way services in our Chenango community.

$1.00 per week ($52/year)

· 1 victim of domestic violence and her children will receive counseling, legal advocacy and housing in a secure and safe dwelling

· 1 5th grader will receive education on anger management, conflict resolution and bullying

· 3 young girls will participate in self esteem building activities of a local Girl Scout troop

· 1 disabled adult will be assisted in filing an application for SS benefits

$3.00 per week ($104/year)

· 1 child will receive academic tutoring through an after-school program

· 1 child will increase math and letter recognition skills by 30%

· 1 family will attend parenting classes on discipline 

· 1 family will receive disaster assistance after a fire devastates their home

$5.00 per week ($260/year)

· 2 families will receive housing and debt counseling to prevent eviction and/or homelessness

· 1 child will be matched with an adult mentor who will spend time with that child every week

· 4 families will receive basic necessities such as food, clothing and personal hygiene products through a local food pantry

$12.00 per week ($624/year)

· 3 teens will build employable competencies and work readiness skills though youth entrepreneur programs

· 3 uninsured adults will receive basic medical care on a sliding scale fee basis

· 1 child will receive quality preschool programming

· 1 youth will receive counseling to address behavior issues at home

· 4 senior citizens will be engaged in community activities that encourage independence
