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Norwich High School Youth Philanthropy Council Seeks Proposals for 2010 Funding
The Norwich High School Youth Philanthropy Council is a foundation at Norwich High School comprised of 10 upperclassmen.  During the fall semester, students completed a non-credit course taught by community leaders in the fields of non-profit organizations, foundations and grant making.  The Council, now in its second year, was developed and supported through the collaborative efforts of the Upstate Institute at Colgate University, Chenango United Way, The Community Foundation for South Central New York, and Norwich High School.  In 2010, the YPC will distribute a total of $10,000 to not-for-profit agencies in Chenango County.  The money being granted by the Youth Philanthropy Council was donated by Chenango United Way, The Community Foundation for South Central New York, and NBT Bank.

The Youth Philanthropy Council is now seeing proposals from non-profit organizations looking to break the cycle of poverty in Chenango County by providing education to low income families.  The hope for funding is to prepare families to sustain themselves in the future rather than provide immediate relief—in essence, to help families help themselves. Proposals should reflect a careful rationale for the project. Grant applications will be accepted for requests up to $5,000, but full funding may not be available. Programs that received YPC funding in 2009 are not eligible to apply for funds in 2010. 
Types of initiatives to be supported include (but are not limited to):

· New or existing programs that have been operating for 3 years or less

· Program planning, development and implementation
The application is available at Norwich High School and Chenango United Way.  The application is also available online at http://upstate.colgate.edu and http://chenangouw.org.  Applications must be submitted electronically to norwichypc@gmail.com by February 12, 2010.  If an electronic submission is not possible, please submit a hard copy of your application to Susan Fertig, Norwich High School Youth Philanthropy Council, 89 Midland Drive, Norwich, NY 13815.  
Applicants must be available for a potential site visit.  Award recipients will be required to attend an award presentation on the evening of Tuesday, April 27, 2010.  They will also be required to submit a 6 month and a 12 month report.
Non-profits must be tax-exempt under the 501(c) 3 classification of the Internal Revenue Code and organizations must be located in and serve Chenango County, New York.
